
PROCEDURE FOR ORDERING EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIESPRIVATE 


FROM THE LINE

Use the following procedure when ordering, from the line, equipment or supplies to be delivered to the line.

1.
All logistical orders from the line will be placed through                        Communications. The radio frequency will be in the IAP communications plan.


a.
Communications will relay the order to the Supply Unit,  to Helibase and Ground Support as appropriate.


b.
Air Operations, in conjunction with Logistics, will  develop a system to track logistical orders placed from the line to insure that the correct order is sent to the correct location, at the correct time.

2.
When taking the order, the Communication Unit will ask for the following information:


a.
Name of the person placing order.


b.
Type and amount of equipment or supplies needed.


c.
Time order is to be delivered.


d.
Location where order is to be delivered.  This will be by grid location taken from the incident map, for example, the SE corner  grid location G1.


e.
Ground contact and radio frequency of the person on the line who will receive supplies.


f.
Order number will be by division, as an example, order number 1 from Division B will be B1, order number 2 will be B2, etc. The order number allows everyone to track misplaced orders, not that this ever happens.

Tactical Air Support Ordering Process
All orders for tactical air support will be placed through Air Attack. In the absence of Air Attack, tactical bucket support will be requested through the helibase and fixed wing retardant will be ordered through Operations.

When both an Air Attack and Helicopter Coordinators are in place over the fire, tactical support requests will be placed through Air Attack. Air Attack will make appropriate assignments.
